              Engage directly with Cognitive Psychologist Reuven FeuersteinEngage directly with Cognitive Psychologist Reuven Feuerstein,, one of the world’s first  
voices to propose that intelligence is not fixed, but rather modifiable.  Feuerstein is recognized for his important contribution
to the theories of intelligence and plasticity of the human brain and his revolutionary practices and programs of Mediated 
Learning Experience (MLE), Dynamic Assessment, and Instrumental Enrichment. He has profoundly influenced the 
work of such scholars as Howard Gardner, Robert Sternberg, Linda Darling-Hammond and Art Costa.

This 2-day interactive course begins with a 90-minute web conference during which Feuerstein will discuss the major issues 
surrounding thinking and learning skills and affective motivational areas.  He will highlight how we work with students to
increase intelligence.  He will demonstrate how educators can affect dramatic changes in the structure of students’ human 
brains no matter the age, genetic make-up or severity of their condition. Professor Meryvn Skuy, Professor Emeritus of Special 
Education at the University of the Witwatersrand, South Africa, will also participate in the web conference to present the
multicultural, international and diverse applications of Feuerstein’s Instrumental Enrichment (FIE) and MLE. Skuy is a
leading author of MLE and has led several research projects on FIE.

Feuerstein is best known for his theories of Structural Cognitive Modifiability (SCM) and Mediated Learning Experience (MLE), 
and the applied systems of Dynamic Assessment (LPAD), the Instrumental Enrichment (FIE) program, and shaping modify-
ing environments. He has integrated research, training, and service activities into his work with populations of children and 
adults in need of cognitive development and enhancement. His research and activities have been performed with Holocaust 
survivors, new immigrant students, Down syndrome children and young adults, brain injured individuals and children with 
autistic features. His programs have been adapted and disseminated in over 80 countries, including the U.S. where it has been 
applied to such diverse populations as children of poverty, gifted students, culturally deprived learners, underachievers,
secondary language learners, children with special needs, and individuals who have suffered traumatic brain injury (TBI).

Howard Gardner is the John H. and Elisabeth A. Hobbs Professor of Cognition and Education at the 
Harvard Graduate School of Education.  He also holds positions as Adjunct Professor of Psychology at Harvard 
University and Senior Director of Harvard Project Zero. Among numerous honors, Gardner received a
MacArthur Prize Fellowship in 1981. He has received honorary degrees from 26 colleges and universities,
including institutions in Bulgaria, Chile, Greece, Ireland, Israel, Italy, and South Korea. In 2005 and again in 
2008, he was selected by Foreign Policy and Prospect magazines as one of the 100 most influential public
intellectuals in the world. The author of 25 books translated into 28 languages and several hundred articles, 
Gardner is best known in educational circles for his theory of multiple intelligences, a critique of the notion that 
there exists but a single human intelligence that can be adequately assessed by standard psychometric instruments.
